Action Items

Moved (Murphy), That proposed Minutes of the 05-11-2011 Regular business Meeting be approved after noting that Pam Frucci arrived after the start of the meeting (Support, Walker). 2nd (Frucci) opened discussion on the Motion. None offered. 

Question stated for voice vote: All aye (4-0). Minutes approved as corrected.
Reports from Liaisons & Cable Department 

Township Board Liaison:  Inquired about the status and schedule of the   “Island Sketchbook” vignettes being aired on GI-TV (currently being run).  Questioned the status of the Chinese Students Program ( in editing). Discussed the Emergency Preparedness skit to air on GI-TV.  Board Liaison Frucci stated it is not only educational but clever and witty in delivering the serious Emergency Preparedness message. . Commissioner Pilkington arrives and takes his seat. 
Communications Dept Administrator:  Fourteen shows have been taped during June (mostly Island Fest related).  Editing all the programming is underway. AT&T has been rescheduled to make GI-TV and the GI School channels available to its customers  as of the end of June, 2011. Taping of the Detroit Symphony took place at the High School.  A contractual agreement limits the airing of the concert to one occurrence.  Discussions are underway to establish an air date.  The layout of Granicus archiving will be redone for ease and convenience of the viewing public.  GI-TV will start gearing up for the 2nd Annual Veterans Gala with announcements.  
School Board Liaison:  School Liaison Park announced it might be her last meeting.  She indicated that things are still undefined as to how tech will be handled in the future.  She offered the possibility of a committee approach.  She announced that two principals will be replaced/retired, Meridian and Parke Lane.
Unfinished Business
Moved (Murphy), That the Communication Commission next regular meeting shall be September 14, 2011 6:00 p.m. and monthly thereafter. (Support, Chair Walker). Chair (Walker) opened discussion on the Motion.   Most comments in favor due to lack of financial resources and vacations. Seconded (Frucci). 
Question stated for voice vote: aye (3-1) 1 abstain. Motion passed.

Legal Determination regarding Fundraising:  Under investigation with no final determination as of yet.

GI-TV Survey Revision:  Commissioner Murphy passed out a sample survey.  Discussion regarding number or questions, type of questions and how to solicit responses ensued.  General consensus was that the survey should not be too complex yet informative.  She stated there should be two focuses:  Web-bases & TV Content.  The overall consensus was to work on the survey via e-mail or special meetings during the summer and readdress the topic in the fall with Spring 2012 being the proposed launch date for a well planned and executable survey. 
Commission Vacancy: No applications have been received.  If received before the next regularly scheduled meeting they will be considered by the Commission at that time.

New Business:  
Discussion of GI-TV’s purpose in the community: Discussion regarding GI-TV’s programming content, intent and interpretation. Topics: Discussion centered on type of programming.  Reporting versus educational topics.  Increasing product value for residents was address along with revising content. Jurisdictions were questioned and Board Liaison Frucci will pursue clarification of purpose with Clerk’s Department and GI Administrator.  
Research on Saline School System: Chair reported on research of how Saline School System administers its Cable Channel.  Saline, along with Grosse Ile and Ann Arbor does NOT cross charge the municipality for room usage or labor and conversely no cross charges occur from the municipality to the school system for filming, airing or co-operating with techs.  A tour of the Ann Arbor Municipal Cable Channels will take place in July by the Chair.
