1. Craig Pilkington made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting and seconded by Jennifer Park.
Granicus Software:  Nathan Schmidt, Software Sales Executive sent an updated quote.
Reports from Liaisons & Cable Department 

Township Board Liaison:  Pam Frucci commented about the the February 8th, 2010 planning session.  There was an open ended meeting discussing the web-site and Cable Commission.  The Township Supervisor Brian Loftus mentioned Nixil – a system of notification.  Other sources of programs to feed information to the residents were mentioned.  Lincoln Park web-site was mentioned as a source.  The web-site advisory committee should be absolved and absorbed into the Cable Commission after they have given their recommendations. 
Cable & Communications Department Supervisor:  One GI-TV viewer voiced concerned about the quality of the Township broadcasts.  Ted explained that after the last Island power outage the cable equipment had a problem due to the brown out.  Currently, our signal is going out loud and clear.  The Cable Commission Charter will be revised to encompass what we should be doing.  Web-site advisory planning commission has been extended until mid-April by the Township Board. Ted worked on the new budget and it awaiting review and approval.  Comcast will be doing a digital upgrade on the Island.  Ted was made aware of the fact that there are some areas on the Island that have no cable availability.  Pam has filmed a number of events for March in honor of Woman’s History Month.  Ted is working with Tim Rooney and there is now a link on the front page of the web-site for Island Fest.  He is adding forms and entertainment information.
School Board Liason:  Dena has retired.  An interim Superintendant has been hired and is conducting business on behalf of the Grosse Ile School System.  Effective July 1st, 2010 the permanent Superintendant will start working for the school system.   Upcoming events include:  carnival (elementary fundraiser), language program and Ted will be filming the Spring Plays.
Unfinished Business:   The broadcast schedule has been included at the end of the Recreation Notes in the Ile Camera.  Streaming video decision is under review by Ute,  Brian and Dale.  Board has to come up with guidelines and policies.  Clerk’s office is viewing  a presentation by another supplier.  This decision will be made by Township Board and is no longer the purview of the Cable Commission. 
New Business: Ted  will be downsizing productions.  He is reducing the number of coverage for football games to 6.  Tom Saunders is taking a web-class.  Grosse Ile Fire Department is on Facebook.  Acceptable use policy is being updated for School system.  Brian Payett will peal skin off of new truck for GI-TV.  Board will recommend to drop Bob Buckley.  Tom makes a motion to have Bob removed from the committee.  Craig seconded.  The motion passed.  The Cable Commission will look for a replacement who has an interest in the Commission.
