 Communication Commission Minutes 
August 19, 2010 – Regular Meeting  @ Grosse Ile Township Hall  
A regular meeting of the Communication Commission was called to order at 5:10 p.m. by Chairman Darryl Froehlich  at Grosse Ile Township Hall, on Thursday,  August 19th, 2010.

Craig Pilkington  made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting (July) and seconded by Pam Frucci.
Reports from Liaisons & Cable Department 

Township Board Liaison:  Pam wrote to publishers to request books that they would allow her to read on GI-TV.  She has had limited success in obtaining either books and/or permission.  Pam and Darryl met with Supervisor Loftus on August 13th, 2010 to discuss improved Communication with the Public.  Concerns were raised regarding backup personnel for Ted Fournier.  Questions regarding “dead time” were raised, along with storage of videos, archiving of records with future capabilities and social networking.  Questions were raised regarding business advertisements on the GI web-site.  Currently, if requested, businesses are allowed to have a link available on the web-site.   
GI-TV has covered school events since its on-air  debut.  Questions were raised regarding used of tax dollars to cover school events. Supervisor Loftus assured Pam & Darryl that the new verbiage “if applicable” regarding the School Liaison position referenced on the Township Code Revision  was not intended to demean nor remove their involvement from the Commission. 
Craig Pilkington wants Ted to prepare an RFP (request for proposal) after a thorough review of available municipal streaming video systems.  
Darryl and Pam want the Communication Commissioners to be more proactive.  They suggested that each Commissioner should make it a point to watch GI-TV regularly and go to GI’s web-site, FaceBook and Twitter and oversee what is presented to the Grosse Ile residents.  They also recommended a review of other local web-sites to see the level of programming that can be offered tempered by budget constraints.  

Pam suggested a survey (via e-mail) to engage the Public.  What does the Public want from the Communications Commission?    Darryl suggested a 30 day window to collect the information that would results from an Ile Camera solicitation for survey responses.  
Pam wants an explanation of what was done and cost associated with the ambulance that was rebuilt, and transform it into the new GI-TV mobile command center.  
Cable & Communications Department Supervisor:    Last concert being taped tonight.  Ted invited all present to attend the concert at Sharkey’s and review the GI-TV mobile command center.
Ted relayed a situation that occurred regarding the playing of School Superintendant William Eis’s interview.  There were conflicting verbal directions issued to stop and start playing the interview.  Confusion exists over “who is authorized” to stop the viewing of a program.  Concern was expressed over “one person” censorship.  Ted will investigate appropriate procedure. 

Unfinished Business:  Nothing
New Business:  Meet the applicant:  Previously, Ron Baker & Lauren Murphy applied for the open Communications  Commission  seat.  Ron Baker rescinded his application.  Lauren Murphy attended the meeting and her professional background was reviewed.  She is currently working at Schoolcraft College in their Marketing Department.  Previously, she had been the recording secretary for the LaPeer School  District.  She currently lives on Grosse Ile and expressed her desire to get involved in local politics.  Pam Frucci nominated Lauren for the open position and Kathy Walker seconded Pam’s motion.  The vote was unanimous to appoint Lauren to the vacancy on the Communications  Commission.
Motion to adjourn was made by Craig at   6:26 p.m. and seconded by Kathy.
