July 15, 2010 – Regular Meeting  @ Grosse Ile Township Hall  
A regular meeting of the Communication Commission was called to order at 7:34 p.m. by Chairman Darryl Froehlich  at Grosse Ile Township Hall, on Thursday,  July 15th, 2010.

Craig Pilkington  made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting (May) and seconded by Jennifer Park.
Reports from Liaisons & Cable Department 

Township Board Liaison:  Ron Baker & Lauren Murphy have applied for the open Communication  Commission  seat.  Darryl will invite the two candidates to the next scheduled Communication Meeting on August 19, 2010.  Ted is going to be busy at Water’s Edge from 7pm – 9pm  would like to meet earlier – 5p.m. August 19, 2010.   The Website Advisory Committee has dissolved.  If there is a strong movement to change the web-site why don’t we wait until next year?  Pam suggests a vote of the Communication Commission to purchase the streaming video.   Pam wants the Township Board to proceed with the purchase.  She wants an approval that it is the will of the Township Board to approve the streaming video initiative.  She wants a vote to have it come before the board.   Tom Saunders makes a motion to have our liaison Pam Frucci  present recommendation and pursue the move ahead with the streaming video – allocated dollars are in the approved  budget.  It was seconded by Kathy Walker. Vote passed unanimously. 
Pam presented the Revision to Township Code and it still isn’t a legal ordinance.    The terminology “School liaison ( if applicable )” – is the  point of contention. School is a co-partner and beneficiary.  School services the same area as GI-TV and we need to co-ordinate our services.  School has not been notified of this change of wording.  Pam is going to bring it up at the next Township Meeting.  The change hasn’t been filed yet. Any changes need to be voted on by the Township Board.    Pam is going to look into the delay of filing.  Craig wants to know the procedure.  
Cable & Communications Department Supervisor: Dish customers can’t get GI-TV.  Streaming video is on hold.  Ted was told by the Supervsor not to spend funds.  Ted has contacted another Streaming Video business last week. The Township Board has to make the decision whether to expend the $9 thousand (5,900 – (encoder ) equipment and 250 per month).  Streaming video would enable  24-7 access to  meeting videos on demand, archiving on demand – 21 century technology.  The Communication Commission recommended to buy the streaming video.  The Township Board has not voted on it.  AT&T customers don’t get GI-TV.  All the PEG channels (school) go to Channel 99.   Accommodations have been made to utilize the free streaming video so Ute O’Connor can view the Board Meetings while she is in Germany on vacation.   Last 2 meetings discussed public access on Comcast – forms with detailed procedure were distributed by Ted.   Information was posted on the web-site.  
Best Island Fest – no engineering breakdowns.  Future shoots – interview with Bill Ise new Superintendant,  September 10th     (USO Swing Dance )August 19th sports and concert on the commons.  Ted will have camera covering all events.  Tom Saunders ( web-inare ) promotes rec centers and golf course.  7, 8 10, 12 people – check out the web-inare.  Now have a camera so we can skype at the Township.   The entire building is Wi-Fi.  Clerks department ran it for people look up at the precincts on computer.  Skype will eliminate some travel.  Perfect Island Fest as far as engineering.  All the downriver bands on one tape.  Will send tape to Comcast to be shown on Channel 20 – good advertising.   Online streaming has a video on demand aspect.  The programming schedule is being updated.  Streaming video broadens what’s offered.  Creating more programming costs money.   Ted get’s relevant information like Ficano and local politicians.  Craig wants to enrich and broaden what is available on GI-TV.  The Community Bulletin  Board was only available for one hour a day.  Lots of local shows on GI-TV.  Craig suggested each member broaden the offering and proposition.     
School Board Liaison:  New Superintendent started July 1st.  Ted is going to interview William (Bill) Eis.  Mileage renewal is August 3rd, 2010. Jennifer’s replacement has not been selected. 
Unfinished Business:  Nothing
New Business:  Kathy commented that nothing was mentioned on Facebook during the recent storm. Ted explained that the protocol for listing emergency situations on Grosse Ile Township Facebook page is directed by either the Chief of Police or Fire.  The Chief’s determine the severity of the emergency situations. They would contact Ted so he can post the announcement.  They did not consider the situation mentioned an emergency.  Discussion ensued.
