A regular meeting of the Cable Commission was called to order at 7:31  p.m. by Chairman Darryl Froehlich  at Grosse Ile Township Hall, on Thursday,  May 20th, 2010.

Craig Pilkington  made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meetings (March & April) and seconded by Pam Frucci.
Reports from Liaisons & Cable Department 

Township Board Liaison:  The code revisions were completed on May 10, 2010.  Pam read the revisions to the board.  School liaison position wording is still being worked on and needs to be further defined.   Public Access and Government PAG.  Story Hour – 9 different books were read and letters were sent to all Publishers.  One company gave permission to the pictures however, the verbiage can only be run once because it is going to be signed for a movie.  Pam will try another method of contacting the Publisher’s.
Cable & Communications Department Supervisor:  May is the busiest month of the year.    Saturday, June Island Fest, Parade and Music.  No coverage on Sunday.  Geeza will have a show regarding soccer field.  Air port fest, graduation etc.  Roaming camera at Island Fest.  Power outages  cause a problem with Comcast cable (they are sending both Digital and Analog signals). The Comcast  feed comes over the toll bridge thru the north end of the Island sending two different systems. Comcast resets to a default. That’s why the signal is distorted with the buzz and hum  feedback.  Comcast is aware of the unique situation.  When notified it is fixed immediately. 
School Board Liaison:  Budget issues – Grosse Ile School System  lost 1 1/2 million last year in funding.  Limited use of “school of choice” and the Chinese Exchange students.  So far 15 openings with 8 applicants for “school of choice”.  School mileage up for renewal (not additional) vote in the fall.  .  Significant cuts are coming to the school district.  Grosse Ile School’s have an impact on property values.  Letters to the Editor in the Ile Camera have been very detrimental to the off  Island Perception.  Ted offered a informational video to the school system.  The new Superintendant is starting to get involved.  Revenue from The Crab Races at Island Fest support the elementary world language program.  Jennifer Park (School Board Liaison) has accepted a classroom position.  A new person for the Liaison Technology position will be appointed in September, 2010.
Unfinished Business:  Nothing
New Business:  Pam questioned the process to approve vendor billing.  Pam wanted an explanation for work hours charged re: preparation, programming, engineering etc.  Ted explained the hours by identifying the work to do various shows, web-page maintenance, repairs and set up equipment for school children.  There is also time spent on site survey, equipment prep, set-up, create graphics, tear down and equipment transportation.
Waters Edge Golf Committee, wants to explore advertising possibilities on Channel 20.  Tom wants to get the Island message off Island.  The surrounding areas need to know what’s available on Grosse Ile.  He feels there is a need to expand Grosse Ile to the outside world.  He wants to pursue this goal by gathering information and the applicable expense structure.  Craig suggested to look into some spots being generated and promoted with cable packages.  The cost would be allocated to the Rec. Department.  Tim Rooney has all the information.  Ted explained the process:  A commercial is produced by the entity and then  a package of spots  is purchased.  The cable company offers a selection of channels that they can run the spots on – not the time.  Tom wants to explore the feasibility.    

As there is no outstanding issues a motion was proposed by Jennifer to skip the June meeting, seconded by Kathy. The motion was passed. 

Motion to adjourn was made by Craig at   9:08 and seconded by Tom Saunders.
