Craig Pilkington  made a motion to approve the minutes (with changes ) of the previous meeting (September) and seconded by Darryl Froehlich.
Reports from Liaisons & Cable Department 

Cable Administrator:  Spirit of co-operation between the Township and The School District needs to continue.  Mutual reciprocation between Township and School has existed for 13 years. It is a Great collaboration that exhibits mutual respect and a  good working relationship.  School Superintendent Bill Eis and Rec Department Manager Tim Rooney explained the co-operative environment.  GI-TV Cable covers the following school related items: school sports, plays and concerts, spelling bee, honors assembly, graduation, honors program, monthly school board meetings,  high school homecoming, special infomercials regarding millage, thank you specials, welcome interviews, lectures, etc.  Annually, GI-TV covers 30 – 35 school related events at an estimated maximum cost totaling $5,000.   
History of relationship explained  by Tim Rooney.  March 1987 – public recreation started on Grosse Ile.  Maximize resources work with school, etc.  If we didn’t create overtime school allowed programs to use school.  There is a solid working relationship to get block grants to keep the schools up. 
Bill Eis sees synergy in Grosse Ile that is very good.  School and Township has a great collaboration.  Want to keep up relationship.  Benefits both entities!  An audit was performed of the Township and never mentioned a problem with shared resources.  It is a long and successful relationship.

Pam will share the information collected tonight with Supervisor Loftus.  Question was raised how other communities deal with shared services.  

As a commission we have been talking about programming – need to showcase Grosse Ile kids – more programming of school events.  
Communication  Board Liaison :  Pam reported that there was a vote of the Township Board to proceed with purchasing the streaming video.  Comment from a resident on web-site potential usage.  Update needed on web-site example: status of  law suits.  Residents need to be kept in the loop.    Ted will remove the Real Estate button and make it UPDATE.  Survey is up on web-site under Communication Commission.
Ted passed out preliminary ordinance for film production.  The Commission has been asked to review and make suggestions.  Fee structure is yet to be established.  Everything will be handled through the Clerk’s department - Dale Reaume is the point person.
Ted has a lot of editing to do regarding the Purchase Order for Granicus – December, 2010 should be start date.  Training is included for multiple people.    4 Veterans shows will be broadcast November 11th (veteran’s day).  DCC (Downriver Community Conference) is working on a uniform Film Ordinance to be adopted by the entire Downriver Area.  

School Board Liaison:  No Report
New Business:  Tom Saunders offered his resignation.  Craig moved to accept resignation, seconded by Pam.  Motion passes unanimously.
Pam suggested  programming focusing on The Chinese Exchange Students.  Ted offered a different perspective having the Chinese Students video tape their day to day lifestyle on Grosse Ile. He also suggested a limited number of students as opposed to everyone at a round table discussion.   As a viable extension to the recent Ile Camera article, Kathy suggested a DPW Great Lakers Recycling show with Pam.  Ted to investigate possibility.
A vote was taken to omit the December, 2010 meeting.  It passes unanimously.

Motion to adjourn was made by Craig at   8:41 p.m. and seconded by Kathy.
